MINOX NO. 06820

This camera was found at Berchtesgaden (Adolf Hitler's retfreat, the
“Eagle's Nest") on May 7th 1945. This was one of 200 minox cameras
found that day at Berchtesgaden at the base of the elevator shaft. The
7th Infantry regiment (3rd Infantry Division) under the command of
Colonel John Heintges was at Berchtesgaden that day.

Colonel Heintges gave two cameras to cach of his staff officers and
Captain Ralph Andrew Reed was one of these officers. The N. C. O.'s
were cach given one of the remaing cameras. Captain Reed (later Major
and then Lt. Colonel) brought back Minox camera No. 06820,

It is also interesting that Col. Heintges father was in the German S. S.
during the war.
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
